PASTOR’S DESK

In the United States and Canada, a day is set aside each year as Thanksgiving Day.  On this day, people give thanks with feasting, football and prayer for the blessings they many have received during the year.  The first Thanksgiving Days were harvest festivals, or days for thanking God for plentiful crops.  Although we are no longer primarily an agrarian nation, as people of God, we understand the Biblical concept of Thanksgiving.
· First of all, Always give thanks.  The Apostle Paul, tells us:  Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ (Eph. 5:20). Again, hear the Psalmist:  For the Lord is Good, His Mercy is everlasting; and His truth endureth to all generations (Psalm 100:5).  God is good and truly, He is good all the time.  It is the goodness of God that leads to repentance.

· Lastly, as people of God, offer the sacrifice of thanksgiving.  “I (a child of God) will offer to you the sacrifice of thanksgiving, and will call upon the name of the Lord” (Psalm 116:17).
